
 
PGL Little Canada Trip 2019 

 
We are pleased to be able to offer the PGL Little Canada residential trip 
to children in Y4, Y5 and Y6 again this year. 
 
The trip is planned to leave on Friday 7th June 2019 and return on 
Monday 10th June 2019.   
 
Little Canada is a fantastic PGL site on the Isle of Wight which this 
school has been taking children to for over 20 years.  We know exactly 
what we are getting and children absolutely love the experience. 
 
Children will take part in activities such as abseiling, climbing, giant 
swing, trapeze, campfire, night walk and a disco.

The cost of the trip this year is £235 per child.  This includes coach 
travel, ferry crossing, full board catering and the 3 night PGL adventure.  
Whilst we are confident that this is good value for money based on what 
the children get out of the trip, we are aware that it is a significant 
financial outgoing.  We therefore hope that by giving 8 months before 
final payments are due, it will help families to plan ahead and budget for 
the trip. 
 
If you would like your child to take part in the trip, payment details are as 
follows: 
 
By Thursday 18th October  £50 non-refundable deposit 
By Thursday 31st January  £90 interim payment 
By Thursday 2nd May   £95 balance payment 
 
These are minimum payment amounts.  You are of course welcome to 
pay for the whole trip in one payment, or smaller instalments along the 
way.  You will see options on School Spider to pay £10, £20, £50 etc. 
 
Places are limited so if you would like your child to take part, please 
complete the deposit payment ASAP.  Once numbers are confirmed 
there will be lots more information to follow. We have lots of photos and 
videos of the trip to show the children and of course please do not 
hesitate to come and speak to us if you have any questions or queries.
